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-hide items under blanket

-wrap items with blanket

-place over head for peek a boo
-build a fort with a blanket

-roll on blanket to wrap yourself in and try to escape

-put dishtowel in sensory bin to add a new texture

-have child stand and wrap them in blanket as they spin

-wave towel above your head like a flag

-use dishtowel to wash windows/mirror/table ®

-tie dishtowel in a knot +
-roll dishtowel into a skinny snake

-scrunch dishtowel into a ball with both hands

-hold both ends of dishtowel and stretch above head
-tie towel to push toy and use it to pull
